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KNOTT CREEK RESERVOIR -
DENIO, NEVADA

Situated in Humboldt County, Nevada, Knott Creek 
Reservoir has been a vital water source for the 
local area since the late 1800s. Initially constructed 
to store irrigation water for nearby farmers and 
ranchers, it has now emerged as a highly sought-after 
recreational spot.

Construction on Knott Creek Reservoir commenced 
in 1884 and was finalized by 1887. Its primary 
purpose was to supply water to the neighboring 
towns of Winnemucca and Lovelock. Designed to 
accommodate a maximum capacity of 20 million 
gallons, the reservoir drew its water from the Truckee 
River, which gracefully meanders through the region.

In the early 1900s, the reservoir underwent expansion 
to fulfill the growing water demands of a larger area. 
Consequently, the Truckee-Carson Irrigation District 
was established in 1911 to effectively manage the 
water supply for the entire region. By 1932, the 
reservoir had the ability to store an impressive 60 
million gallons of water.

During the late 1950s, Knott Creek Reservoir 
transitioned into a beloved recreational spot, 
attracting countless visitors seeking to engage in 
activities such as fishing, camping, and basking in 
the breathtaking scenery. Over time, it has evolved 

into a cherished destination for bird enthusiasts, 
canoeing aficionados, and boaters.

Presently, the management of Knott Creek Reservoir 
falls under the jurisdiction of the Humboldt County 
Water District, diligently ensuring a steady water 
supply to the nearby towns and ranches. Furthermore, 
the reservoir continues to captivate anglers, 
birdwatchers, and recreational boaters alike.

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SHELDON NATIONAL WILDLIFE REFUGE -
DENIO, NEVADA

Located in Humboldt County, Nevada, Sheldon National 
Wildlife Refuge (SNWR) is a sanctuary for a wide variety 
of plants and animals. Established in 1931, this refuge 
serves as a vital protector of the desert shrub habitat and 
offers significant support for the migration of wildlife, 
particularly the desert bighorn sheep.

Charles Sheldon, a renowned American naturalist and 
hunter, bestowed his name upon the refuge as he frequented 
the area in the early 1900s. In 1905, Sheldon embarked 
on an expedition to hunt and study desert bighorn sheep, 
and he was so enthralled by their exceptional relationship 
with the land that he dedicated his life to safeguarding 
and researching these remarkable creatures.

During the administration of President Herbert Hoover, 
an executive order was issued in 1931, resulting in the 
establishment of the Sheldon National Wildlife Refuge 
encompassing 134,497 acres of land. Subsequently, 
President Harry Truman expanded the protected area to 
315,417 acres through an executive order in 1950. The 
majority of the land is under the ownership of the U.S. 
Forest Service, with the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service 
responsible for the management of 97,000 acres.

The refuge is renowned for being home to the iconic desert 
bighorn sheep, as well as pronghorn antelope, various 
types of deer, chorus frogs, sagebrush lizards, kangaroo 
rats, and over 200 species of birds. It also serves as a 
crucial breeding ground for peregrine falcons. Ensuring 

the preservation and flourishing of these wildlife habitats 
constitutes one of the primary responsibilities of the 
refuge.

Apart from its remarkable wildlife, Sheldon National 
Wildlife Refuge is revered for its diverse cultural events, 
including horseback riding, hunting, and professional 
photography. Additionally, it plays a crucial role in 
facilitating ecological and geological research pertaining 
to the desert ecosystem.

In addition to its wildlife and environmental significance, 
the refuge boasts a rich cultural history. Native American 
tribes like the Northern Paiute and Shoshone have deep 
roots in the area. Consequently, the U.S. Congress 
passed the Sheldon National Wildlife Refuge Wilderness 
Amendment of 1979, which safeguards and preserves the 
cultural resources of the region. At present, the refuge 
collaborates closely with multiple tribes to honor and 
celebrate their cultural heritage.

Though relatively small in size, Sheldon National Wildlife 
Refuge holds great importance within the landscape of 
Humboldt County. It serves as a sanctuary and a source of 
joy for both wildlife and humans, harmoniously blending 
nature and cultural preservation.

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THE MARTIN HOTEL  -
WINNEMUCCA, NEVADA

The Martin Hotel is a beloved historic landmark in the 
small town of Winnemucca, Nevada.

At 
the Martin Hotel, guests can indulge in traditional dishes 
such as lamb chops, paella, and chorizo, all made from 
old family recipes passed down through the generations.

The Martin Hotel is famous for its “family-style” dining, 
where large platters of food are brought out and shared 
among the table. This creates a warm and welcoming 
atmosphere, perfect for catching up with old friends 
or meeting new ones. And the portions are generous, 
ensuring that no one leaves hungry!

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HUMBOLDT MUSEUM -
WINNEMUCCA, NEVADA

Located in Winnemucca, Nevada, the Humboldt 
Museum has a longstanding history that spans over 
five decades. Originally established in 1964, the 
museum’s construction was made possible by the 
generous donation of land from J.R. (Jim)mie Holmes, 
a successful entrepreneur in the lumber industry and 
a dedicated philanthropist. Its name pays homage 
to Alexander Von Humboldt, a renowned naturalist, 
explorer, and geographer. The main objective of the 
museum at its inception was to preserve and showcase 
a collection of unique artifacts from the frontier days 
of Nevada.

Over the years, the Humboldt Museum has undergone 
significant developments and now boasts over 10,000 
square feet of both indoor and outdoor exhibition space. 
Its extensive displays include historical artifacts, art 
galleries, educational programs, and interactive living 
history activities. The museum’s comprehensive 
coverage spans from the late 19th century to the 
present day, showcasing items from various periods 
of history. Visitors can admire Native American 
artifacts, view equipment utilized during significant 
events like the Pony Express and the construction of 
the transcontinental railroad, and explore an array of 
historical photographs and documents. Additionally, 
the museum offers exhibits that delve into the local 
culture and the history of the surrounding area.

During the 1990s, the Humboldt Museum underwent 
further expansion with the addition of the Humboldt 
Museum Research Center. This facility serves 
as an archive repository for local historians and 
researchers, housing a diverse collection of artifacts, 
documents, photographs, and other primary source 
materials. It also houses a public library that is highly 
valued by the community. Throughout the year, the 
museum organizes various educational programs and 
workshops, including family-friendly train shows and 
demonstrations depicting pioneer life.

Presently, the Humboldt Museum stands as a favorite 
tourist destination for those seeking to explore the 
rich history and vibrant culture of the region. Each 
year, the museum hosts a multitude of special events, 
such as a Fourth of July celebration, guided tours of 
nearby ghost towns, and summer movie nights.

VALMY CHEVRON “THE GAS STATION” - VALMY, NEVADA

On August 19, 1977, Eric Meola and Bruce Springsteen 
went on a road trip in a red convertible Galaxie 500, taking 
photographs that were eventually used on Bruce’s album 
The Promise. To celebrate the 40th anniversary of this trip, 
Eric is now releasing - for the first time on the collectors 
market - the image above, “Daddy’s Garage”, as a signed 
limited edition photograph.

First, we wanted to share Eric’s memories from that time.

In August 1977, a few days after Elvis Presley died, I stood in 
the muggy air on a hot summer night outside a gas station 
in Nevada owned by Eugene DiGrazia, who bought the 
property in 1932. “Gas station” is a misnomer, for the Valmy 
Auto Court, lit by neon like an Edward Hopper set-piece, was 
once a miner’s shack dating to 1900, that had evolved into 
a combination general store, post office, Shell station, and 
Greyhound bus depot. DiGrazia was appointed by Franklin 
D. Roosevelt’s postmaster general and the notice of that 
appointment was tacked to a wall. At that time a room at the 
Auto Court was as low as $15 a night, and the population was 
less than three dozen people and a few dogs.

In a 1987 interview with L.A. Times writer Charles Hillinger, 
DiGrazia said “I bought the gas station, store, post office, bus 
depot…when I was 19 for $1,800. There was $300 worth of 
groceries in the store at the time. I later bought 140 acres 
surrounding the place for $2,100…the station had only one 
pump and in the beginning cars and trucks were few and far 
between. A narrow two-lane road went through here. Gas 
sold for 25 cents a gallon. I paid 19 1/2 cents for it.” DiGrazia 
continued, “Bread sold for 10 cents a loaf, milk 10 cents a 
gallon. President Herbert Hoover stopped here in 1940. 

He was interested in a gold mine near here. He bought 
gas, bought some candy and used the out-house. He stood 
around and talked for a while…we saved for 12 years to 
get a telephone and have contact with the outside world. I 
bought 30 telephone poles for $1,500 in 1942 and a friend 
and I strung a wire along the poles for 2 1/2 miles to tie in 
with the main telephone line.” And then he added, “Whatever 
happens, as long as I live, I want Valmy to stay just as it is 
today, which isn’t much different than what it was when I first 
came here.”

An hour’s drive west of Valmy if you turn south on State Route 
400, you will soon be on dirt and gravel roads leading off to
Humboldt Mountains to the east. I was with musician Bruce 
Springsteen, who had just come out of a protracted lawsuit 

about the rights to his music, and I was making photographs 
which eventually were used on an album called The Promise. 

After driving for nearly thirty hours straight, on one desert 
road after another, one of us turned our car left on S.R. 400, 
swerving and steering through the washboard ruts, towards 
Unionville on a gravel road that went into the Humboldt 
Range and beyond, into infinity. I set my Hasselblad camera 
on a tripod and asked him to drive a half mile down the road, 
then turn around and drive towards me. Bruce humored me 
as I made some photographs, and then the sky began to 
darken. After I shot a roll we left the road and went back to 
U.S 80 to a nearby roadside cafe.

In less than half an hour the sky turned black and I insisted we 
go back to the gravel road. As a cumulonimbus cloud formed 
in the sky above the long, thin, ribbon of a road going off in 
the distance, I photographed as Bruce drove the car towards 
me several times, kicking up a dusty plume. Soon it began to 
rain as flashes of lightning filled the valley floor. The hypnotic 
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scene etched into our eyes and minds, and a few days later 
Bruce wrote the lyrics to a song called “The Promised Land”. 
I will never forget hearing these words for the first time:

“There’s a dark cloud rising from the desert floor. I packed 
my bags and I’m heading straight into the storm. Gonna be 
a twister to blow everything down. That ain’t got the faith to 
stand its ground…”

Faith. That was the word that stayed with me from that stanza. 
In two lines, the confluence of “twister” and “faith”  haunted 
me. What held the people to this land and why did they live 
here? In his father’s obituary in the December 2, 1990, Reno 
Gazette-Journal, DiGrazia’s son stated that “I don’t think he 
ever thought he could die…even at 77 he acted like he was 
25. He was up and at ‘em to the end.” Gene DiGrazia held 
his ground in Valmy, as a jack of all trades including service 
for 53 years as postmaster, longer than anyone else in the 
West; and like Springsteen’s father, he was also a bus driver. 
A storm in the desert had provided Bruce with the material 
for an anthem, and he ended each stanza by declaring that 
“I believe in a Promised Land.”

I always wanted to go back to that day when we drove up on 
a hilltop and watched as lightning revealed the valley floor in 
staccato bursts of blazing thunder. Standing in the
rain as the wind whipped against our bodies, we leaned into 
the howling squall, laughing with sheer energy as hough  we 
were privileged to be present at a small moment of Creation. 
I made several images of lightning from the hill, and then we 
drove down into the valley and back out onto Highway 80, 
heading west towards Reno.

The project is still in its initial 
phases, with funding yet to be finalized. In the future, the 
facility is anticipated to feature ball fields, exhibition halls, 

Upon completion, the Fairgrounds will 
serve as a significant recreational venue for both Nye 
County and Pahrump.
