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FORT CHURCHILL STATE HISTORIC PARK -
SILVER SPRINGS, NEVADA

Situated on the banks of the Carson River in Lyon
County, Nevada, Fort Churchill State Historic Park
encompasses 451 acres dedicated to commemorating
the pioneer history of the region. Its establishment as
an official Nevada State Park took place in 1957.

Originally constructed by the Union Army in 1861, the
deserted fort initially functioned as a strategic outpost
with the purpose of safeguarding nearby farms from
raids by American Indian groups. Serving as a supply
station and resting place for soldiers, the fort was
decommissioned in 1869. Subsequently, during the
mid-1900s, it became a popular attraction for ghost
hunters and enthusiasts captivated by the paranormal
activity associated with the site.

In 1957, the park was generously bestowed upon the
Nevada Department of Natural Resources, leading to
its restoration and preservation in honor of the state’s
pioneer history. Today, the original and reconstructed fort
buildings, which have been designated on the National
Register of Historic Places, are open to exploration
through interpretive programs and guided tours.
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In addition to its historical buildings, the park
features a picnic area, beautifully landscaped
grounds, and an extensive network of trails, offering
visitors the opportunity to fully immerse themselves
in the rich history of the area. Furthermore, the
interpretive center presents exhibits that delve into
the fort’s past, Nevada’s native flora and fauna, and
a diverse collection of pioneer artifacts.

Fort Churchill State Historic Park presents an
extraordinary chance to delve into the pioneering
frontier history of Nevada. Whether one seeks a
tranquil picnic spot, a chance to connect with nature,
or simply a glimpse into the past, this park stands as
the ideal destination.

BUCKLAND STATION -
SILVER SPRINGS, NEVADA

Buckland Station, situated in Lyon County, Nevada,
is a notable historical site. Its construction took
place in 1872, making it one of the earliest outposts
established in what is now the state of Nevada. The
Nevada-California-Oregon Railway (NCO) was
responsible for its creation, initially as a narrow-gauge
freight-only route, which underwent conversion into a
standard gauge passenger-and-freight route over time.

Originally, the station was primarily established
to facilitate the transportation of ore and other raw
materials from the nearby Comstock mining district,
thus contributing to the economic development of
Nevada. Buckland Station distinguished itself as an
early host to large-scale steam-powered and electric-
powered locomotives, quickly emerging as a favored
stop along the NCO railway line.

In 1877, Buckland Station experienced further growth
with the construction of the Storey and Washoe
Railway, a section of the NCO line that connected
Dayton and Carson City. This expansion not only
provided a direct link between the two towns but also
elevated the significance of Buckland Station as a
vital trade station.

During the US Civil War, Buckland Station played an
additional role as a military depot, storing supplies
for Union troops. In 1895, the station was sold to the
Nevada Southern Railway, returning to active service
until its retirement in 1951.

Today, Buckland Station maintains its status as
a prominent local landmark in Lyon County.
The preservation and restoration efforts have
painstakingly reflected the original condition of the
structures, allowing visitors to engage with and gain
knowledge about the transportation and trade history
of Nevada. The site also encompasses a museum that
comprehensively covers the station’s history, the NCO
railway, and the local Comstock mining industry.

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Echoes of a Giant: Lake Lahontan’s Legacy

Lyon County, Nevada, steeped in the rugged beauty
of the Great Basin, holds a secret whispered by the
wind and etched into its very landscape: the story of
Lake Lahontan, a colossal prehistoric lake that once
dominated the region. Understanding this history is key
to appreciating the county’s current environment and
the unique features that define it.

Imagine a vast body of water, larger than all the Great
Lakes combined, stretching across much of Nevada
and into parts of California and Oregon. This was Lake
Lahontan, born of the last Ice Age, a consequence
of cooler temperatures and increased precipitation
that filled the closed basins of western Nevada with
meltwater.

Lake Lahontan began its existence around 50,000 years
ago, fluctuating in size depending on climatic shifts.
Its highest levels were reached around 13,000 years
ago, reaching a staggering depth of over 900 feet in
some areas. The landscape of Lyon County during this
period was unrecognizable. Today’s dry valleys were
submerged, and mountain ranges stood as islands in a
shimmering expanse of water.
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The evidence of this ancient lake is everywhere. Look
closely, and you’ll see:

e Shorelines: Terraces carved into the hillsides mark
the various high-water levels of the lake. These ancient
shorelines are visible as distinct lines etched into the
landscape, providing a visual testament to Lahontan’s
fluctuating size.

e Tufa Towers: These bizarre and beautiful rock
formations, such as those found at Pyramid Lake
(a remnant of Lake Lahontan), are formed by the
interaction of calcium-rich spring water with the lake’s
alkaline water. While perhaps not as prominent in Lyon
County as in other areas, similar formations can be
found, hinting at similar underwater processes.

* Lake Sediments: The valley floors are covered with
fine-grained sediments deposited by the lake, creating
fertile soils that support agriculture even today. These
sediments also contain fossilized remains of aquatic
life, further proof of the lake’s existence.

As the Ice Age drew to a close, the climate warmed,
and Lake Lahontan began its slow decline. Evaporation
outpaced inflow, and the lake gradually shrank, leaving
behind a series of smaller lakes and playas (dry lake
beds). Pyramid Lake, Walker Lake, and the Carson Sink
are all remnants of this once-mighty body of water.

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WALKER RIVER STATE RECREATION AREA -
YERRINGTON, NEVADA

The structure known as the Sutro Tunnel, situated
iSituated in the west-central region of Nevada, the Walker
River State Recreation Area (WSRA) is a state park that
can be found within the Walker River drainage basin. This
extensive park, spanning over 400 acres, is bounded to the
north by the Humboldt National Forest and to the east by the
Toiyabe National Forest.

On its southern boundary lies Walker Lake. Within the
park, visitors can explore a diverse landscape comprising
meadows, wetlands, and riparian habitat. Remarkably, this
area teems with an abundance of wildlife, including various
species of waterfowl, rough-legged hawks, bald eagles,
mule deer, pronghorn antelope, and an array of other avian,
mammalian, and piscine creatures.

Long before the arrival of white settlers, the Walker River
served as a cherished fishing site for the Washoe, Paiute, and
Shoshone tribes. However, when settlers eventually ventured
into the region during the late 1800s, they quickly established
farming and ranching as the primary economic activities
throughout the Walker River drainage basin. Utilizing the
plentiful river water, these settlers cultivated vast meadows
that became crucial centers for hay production and livestock
operations. The mid-1800s saw the emergence of several
large ranches as irrigation water from western Nevada found
its way into the area.

Unfortunately, the construction of a dam downstream
eventually endangered the Walker River’s ecosystem, as
it impounded water primarily for irrigation purposes. This
infrastructure development, combined with overgrazing,

depleted the area’s plant and wildlife resources, thereby
necessitating the creation of a dedicated recreational space.
In response, the Nevada legislature designated the Walker
River State Recreation Area in 1956, ensuring public access
for recreational purposes and safeguarding wildlife within
the vicinity.

Since then, management of the WSR A has been a collaborative
effort between Nevada and the US Forest Service.
